Residential water rates

Meters are read and bills sent out every three months. The minimum rate is $33.00 per month; $99.00 per billing period. The minimum rate entitles you to 2,000 gallons of water per month; 6,000 gallons per billing period. Any water use in excess of 6,000 gallons quarterly is billed at the rate of $2.00 per 1,000 gallons.

Billings are mailed out in January, April, July, and October. Each bill will include the minimum rate for the next 3 month period, plus $2.00 per 1,000 gallons over the 6,000 gallon limit for the previous 3 months. We can also email you a billing statement if you provide us with your email and indicate you would like to receive an emailed statement. You can go to our website www.neskowinwater.com scroll down to the link htt://www.ub-pay.com to pay and view your account online. There is a convenience free of $3.00 per $100.00 to use this service. The municipal code is NeskowinOR149. For help or questions, call Softline Data UB-Pay at 1-800-657-0880. Starting with the July 2019 water billing the District will be offering an ACH auto pay option there is no fee to use this option.
Commercial Water Rates

Meters are read and bills sent out every month. The current rate is $33.00 per month, per REU billed ahead. All water used during the previous month will be billed at $1.75 Per 1,000 gallons in arrears.

Bills Due

All bills for water service charges shall be due and payable on the date of billing and become delinquent if not paid by the 15th of the following month. On the 16th of the following month after the billing date the unpaid water bill will accrue a late charge of $15.00. (15) business days after the 15th of the following month after the billing date, the water service shall be turned off and locked, and a written notice of delinquency shall be sent to the water user. At that point a turn-off charge of $25.00 shall be added to the unpaid balance. A water service turned off for non-payment shall not be restored until the entire unpaid balance is paid, plus any late fees. The customer will be charged an additional $25.00 to have their water turned back on. The District shall terminate water service to customers and/or premises whose accounts have become delinquent, and the account is not brought current within (90) days of shut-off.
